Curated by Cathryn Shilling
Theme:

2022 is a spectacular year for the Contemporary Glass Society.  From humble beginnings 25 years ago, it has grown over the years into a thriving and proactive society supporting a membership of over 1,000. 2022 is also the UN designated International Year of Glass, so this is our opportunity to promote to the world the glorious material that we all love. 

One of the heartening consequences of the grim pandemic that the world is living through has been the bringing together and the resulting closeness of both our UK based glass community and artists in general.  In recognition of this, CGS is delighted to be collaborating again with London Glassblowing on an exhibition which will be all about collaboration but between different artists, different techniques and different materials.

Peter Layton of London Glassblowing was one of the founding members of CGS and is still a guiding light and one of the foremost promoters of contemporary glass throughout the UK.  One of CGS’s aims during this year is to look back and acknowledge our debt of gratitude to those who came before us and to showcase our strong heritage and development over the last 25 years. We challenge our members to create work that is a celebration of the natural world in which we live. 
EARTH/ SEA/ SKY.  This response can take the form of:

· Combining different glass making techniques yourself to create a new piece of glass work.

· Collaborating with another member who uses a different glass technique to create a joint piece of work.
· Combining different materials or found objects yourself to create a new piece of glass work.  (At least 50% must be glass.)
· Collaborating with another artist from a different discipline to create a joint piece of work in different materials. (At least 50% must be glass.)
Using your own contacts or searching through the artists’ database on the CGS website, members can approach an artist working in a different technique.  In the same way, you can contact an artist/ crafts person working in a different material and arrange a partnership. Alternatively, members can work on their own, either combining materials or techniques within your piece. In all cases, there must be at least a 50% glass content.
 CGS is delighted to be exhibiting once again at London Glassblowing and we would like to express our gratitude to Ann and Peter Layton for their generosity in allowing us to use their venue for our show.  CGS is also honoured that eminent glass artist, Cathryn Shilling will be curating the show.

Selection: 
The selection will take place in early March, 2022 by a panel including Peter Layton, Cathryn Shilling, a CGS Board member and an independent artist tbc. We aim to show a cross section of glass making techniques. If you are selected the gallery will contact you and send you their own contract to complete.  You should be notified by 21st March, 2022; if you have not heard by 11th April, please assume you have not been selected.  We will attempt to notify everyone but depending on number of applicants this may not be possible.
Criteria: 
Up to three pieces of work can be submitted, or a group of small pieces. You can send 1 image of each piece. From these images, up to 2 separate pieces of work or a group of related pieces for each artist may be chosen.
The work must either;

· Combine different glass making techniques to create a new piece of glass work.

· Show collaboration with another member who uses a different glass technique to create a joint piece of work.
· Combine different materials or found objects yourself to create a new piece of glass work.  (At least 50% must be glass.)
· Show collaboration with another artist from a different discipline to create a joint piece of work in different materials. (At least 50% must be glass.)
· The work must be for sale.

· It must be possible to deliver selected works to London Glass Blowing Gallery by 10th June 2022 
· Artists must submit at least one piece, or one group of works
· The lead artist must be a paid up member of the Contemporary Glass Society.

· Work submitted for consideration must have been made after 1st January, 2018.
· The artist must complete all points included in the attached application form.

· Artists can submit up to 3 pieces of work
· We welcome wall pieces as well as plinth based work
· The work must be available until end July, 2022 to allow time to pack and return work following the end of the exhibition.

· Work must be resilient to both heat and light as it is not possible to control environmental factors in the Gallery
Delivery and collection:

· Work must be received by 10th June, 2022
· Selected work must be sent to: London Glassblowing Gallery, 62-66 Bermondsey St, London SE1 3UD
· Make sure it is packed well keeping the package as small as possible, put your name on the outside of your package, a small image of your piece and the reference CGS Exhibition
· Include a Delivery Note (attached at the end of this document) inside with your name, title of work and selling price.  Do make sure work is packed well. 
· Attach a label to each piece of work (attached at the end of the document).
· Any unsold work must be collected by artists or collection arranged at their cost.  
If work is being imported into the UK for this show, the maker must pay for any duties imposed by UK customs.  
Insurance:
Work will be insured from arrival at London Glassblowing for the duration of the exhibition until work is either collected or despatched. 
No responsibility can be accepted by the venue for any damage incurred to exhibits whilst in storage or during transit.
Transportation and insurance of exhibits to and from the venue space is the sole responsibility of the artist.
Marketing and Publicity;
Please ensure that all images you send are available for us to use for publicity and that you have copyright. If the artist does not have copyright please provide the name of the photographer who will be credited accordingly. Images should be a minimum of 300dpi. 
Selling work: 

All work should be for sale.  the Gallery will add 40% commission to artists’ price plus VAT. If the artist is VAT registered the Gallery will their price by 2.7.  If the artist is not VAT registered, the Gallery will multiply their price by 2.5

Because of the problems caused by the pandemic, CGS is not adding commission to any sales.  However, if you sell your work and feel able to, please contribute 5% commission (or what you can afford) towards CGS fund raising.
