CALL FOR ARTISTS

FLOW: Makers Guild Wales at Craft in the Bay, Cardiff

2nd April – 29th May 2022
Deadline Wednesday 10th November 2021

2022 is a spectacular year for the Contemporary Glass Society.  From humble beginnings 25 years ago, it has grown over the years into a thriving and proactive society supporting a membership of over 1,000. 2022 is also the UN designated International Year of Glass, so this is our opportunity to promote to the world the glorious material that we all love.
CGS is delighted to be working in partnership with The Makers Guild Wales. The show is open to all CGS members, but we especially encourage our Welsh members to apply.
CGS members are invited to submit an application to exhibit glass that expresses individual interpretation of the word FLOW.  
The FLOW of glass, of ideas, of creativity, of movement (e.g. physical in the making process, movement of material…) are just some thoughts to get you started.

FLOW – to move steadily and continuously in a current or stream.

FLOW state – being in the zone, a mental state in which a person performing an activity (such as making) is fully immersed, a feeling of hyper focus, intense, leading to a sense of ecstasy and clarity.

Glass artists are invited to submit images of up to three pieces of work within their application. There is no limit with scale but please bear in mind that artists will be responsible for covering the cost of delivery and return of work.

The gallery, Craft in the Bay, has vast windows, perfect for displaying glass to its best advantage. The gallery can accommodate wall pieces, plinth based, suspended and cabinet-based works. 

Selection: 
The section will take place in late November with artists notified by 1st December 2021. The selection panel are professional artists working in glass: Verity Pulford, Kathryn Roberts, Ruth Shelley and a representative from the CGS Board of Trustees. The panel are looking for individual interpretation of the exhibition title and a mastery in the craft of glass. 

Criteria: 
Up to three pieces of work can be submitted, or a group of small pieces. You can send 1 image of each piece. The work submitted is to be the actual pieces or examples of similar work with a description of what the final piece would look like.

The work should;

· relate to the theme FLOW
· be at least 50% glass
· Work must be resilient to both heat and light as it is not possible to control environmental factors in the Gallery

· Work should have been made in the last 5 years i.e .since 2017.
Delivery and collection:

· Work must be received by 20th  March , 2022
· Selected work must be sent to the Makers Guild, ​Craft in the Bay, The Flourish, Lloyd George Avenue, Cardiff, CF10 4QH            ​Telephone: 029 2048 4611​ 
· Make sure it is packed well, put your name and address on the outside of your package, a small image of your piece and the reference CGS Exhibition
· Include a Delivery Note (attached at the end of this document) inside with your name, title of work and selling price.   
· Attach a label to each piece of work (attached at the end of the document).
· Any unsold work must be collected by artists or collection arranged at their cost.  

If work is being imported into the UK for this show, the maker must pay for any duties imposed by UK customs.  
Insurance:
Work will be insured from arrival at Makers Guild for the duration of the exhibition until work is either collected or despatched. 

Transportation and insurance of exhibits to and from the venue space is the sole responsibility of the artist.
Marketing and Publicity;
Please ensure that all images you send are available for us to use for publicity and that you have copyright. If the artist does not have copyright please provide the name of the photographer who will be credited accordingly. Images should be a minimum of 300dpi. 
Selling work: 

All work should be for sale.  The Gallery will add 50% commission to artists’ price including VAT. The Gallery will send artists an Artist Agreement to include exhibition code, information on insurance, commission, delivery etc. The Gallery will pay the artist directly for any sales, less the 50% gallery commission.
